Newsweek determined the nation’s best online learning schools by surveying 
thousands of individuals who earned a college degree online or pursued some type of 
online continuing education training.  

Survey respondents were asked to identify which institution of higher education 
they chose for their online education and to share their experiences by rating the 
institution on several criteria. They were also asked to indicate how satisfied they 
were with their college or university and to what extent they would recommend it to 
others.

Newsweek combined the survey feedback with additional research that included 
institutional data to finalize its 2024 America’s Top Online Colleges list.

specialist, and doctoral degrees, as well as to certifications, minors, endorsements, 
and certificates.
