  Pattinson currently has the psy-
chological black comedy "Die My 
Love," with Jennifer Lawrence, 
Nick Nolte and Sissy Spacek, ar-
riving on Nov. 7 and an upcoming 
slate of five films including: "The 
Drama" with Zendaya; "The Od-
yssey" with Zendaya, Tom Holland 
and Matt Damon (coming July 17, 
2026); "Dune: Part Three" with Ze-
ndaya again (no, she's dating Hol-
land), Timothee Chalamet, Josh 
Brolin, and Jason Momoa (com-
ing December 2026); the crime 
drama "Primetime"; and Netflix's 
"Here Comes the Flood," with 
Denzel Washington and Daisy Ed-
gar-Jones.
  He'll definitely be back as "The 
Batman," which cost $200 million 
and grossed $772.3 million.

  "Dancing with the Stars'" "Wick-
