Kershaw
woman, 83 dies
in pedestrian
accident

Per Coroner Karla Deese: On
April 28, 2026, just before 9:00
pm, a pedestrian was struck
by a vehicle on 521 South (in
proximity of) Pine Ridge Drive
Kershaw, SC. The decedent was
a victim of a hit and run and was
flown to Prisma-Richland, where
she succumbed to her injuries
and was pronounced deceased
at 11:03 pm. The decedent has
been identified as 83-year-old
Cresteen Miller of Kershaw,
SC. The incident is being
investigated by South Carolina
Highway Patrol and Lancaster
County Coroner’s Office.
