Minutes of the County Commissianers 5pecial meeting held on February 24, 2026

The Board of the Grady County Commissianers met on this day for a Special meeting with the
following board members: Zachary Davis, lohn Nicholas and Gary Bray.

The meeting was cafled to order and roll call: Zachary Davis, John Nichelas, and Gary Bray.
Ruth Bingharm was absent.

Dale Frech with ACCO attended the meeting and provided guidance to County Officials and Department
Heads on employee policies. He discussed the distinction between exempt and non-exempt employees,
noting that exempt employees have flexible schedules—additionai hours worked may be offset with
time off without charging annual or sick leave, though they may still work 40 or more hours in a week.
Commissioner Bray asked how comp time should be handled, and Mr. Frech, after consulting with the
ACCO attorney, explained that comp time belongs to the employee and may be used at their discretion,
as it is treated the same as cash overtime. Employees may use comp time before annual leave, except
when they are at risk of losing annual leave, which should be addressed in county policy along with the
District Attorney's apinion. Discussion followed about paying out comp time or limiting avertime to
prevent further accrual, emphasizing management’s responsibility to oversee overtime due to its
financial impact on the County. Mr. Frech also reminded offices that exempt employees must still keep
timesheets for audit and retiremant system requirements. Questions were raised regarding doctor's
notes for sick leave, leave without pay, and FMLA, Commissioner Davis recommended reviewing the
County’s holiday pay practice, noting current payment at 2.5 times versus statute possibly allowing only
double time; Mr. Frech advised having the District Attorney review the statute. It was also noted that
while some offices require leave request forms, others do not; however, an employee’s signature on
their timesheet certifies its accuracy.

Zachary Davis made a motion to approve to adjourn. It was seconded by lohn Nichalas., AYE:
Zachary Davis, John Nicholas, and Gary Bray.
