ORDINANCE NO. 1349

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MUSTANG, OKLAHOMA,
AMENDING CHAPTER 46, ARTICLE IV, SECTION 46-93(A) TO
ESTABLISH DATES FOR LICENSED SALE OF FIREWORKS, SECTION
46-97(A) TO ESTABLISH DATES FOR DISCHARGE OF FIREWORKS,
AND SECTION 46-98 TO ESTABLISH FIREWORKS STORAGE AND
HANDLING REQUIREMENTS; PROVIDING FOR REPEALER; AND,
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL FOR THE CITY OF MUSTANG,
OKLAHOMA, THAT:

SECTION 1: ENACTMENT.
Chapter 46, Article IV, Section 46-93(A) of the Code of Ordinances, City of Mustang,
Oklahoma, is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 46-93. Permitted sales.

(a) Any nonprofit civic, charitable, fraternal, educational or religious
organization located and domiciled within the corporate limits of the city
may be licensed by the city clerk to sell consumer fireworks and related
items from June 27 through July 3, daily, from 4:00 p.m. until 10:00 p.m.,
and on July 4 from 9:00 a.m. until 11:00 p.m.

[Remaining subsections remain unchanged.]
SECTION 2: ENACTMENT.

Chapter 46, Article 1V, Section 46-97(A) of the Code of Ordinances, City of Mustang,
Oklahoma, is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 46-97. - Discharge restricted.

(a) The discharge of consumer fireworks shall be allowed only between the
hours of 4:00 p.m. and 11:00 p.m. for the period of June 27 through July 3,
and between the hours of 9:00 a.m. through 11:59 p.m. on July 4. Discharge
of fireworks is totally prohibited during all hours from July 5 through the
following June 26. Discharge of display fireworks or other fireworks shall
be prohibited at any time, except as provided under section 46-99.

(b, c) [These subsections remain unchanged.]

(d) If fireworks cannot be discharged any day that discharge is allowed under
this ordinance because of inclement weather, a burn ban in an area that

includes the City, or some other unavoidable and unanticipated condition,
then the city manager may allow fireworks to be discharged a
commensurate number of day(s) after the condition that prevented
discharge has passed.

SECTION 3: ENACTMENT.

Chapter 46, Article IV, Section 46-98 of the Code of Ordinances, City of Mustang,
Oklahoma, is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 46-98. - Storage and handling.

(a) All fireworks and sales areas shall be conspicuously posted with signs
reading "FIREWORKS—NO SMOKING."

(b) Fireworks offered for retail sale must be sold according to the most current
version of the applicable National Fire Protection Association (NFPA).
Mail-order, internet or other indirect sales to consumers are prohibited
through any medium of either interstate or intrastate commerce.

(c) Fireworks shall not be sold or displayed to the public within any building
or portion thereof, or any vehicle, which allows entry by any persons other
than employees within such building or vehicle, unless the fireworks are
kept where they cannot be reached or handled by those persons.

(d)  Anenclosed portable fireworks stand used for sale of fireworks to the public
shall have adequate exits as determined by the Fire Marshal or his designee.

(e) The use of tents, canopies or temporary membrane structures for the sale or
temporary display of fireworks is allowed, provided the tents, canopies or
temporary membrane structure shall not be used for overnight storage of
fireworks and must comply with applicable local, state and federal law.
Tents, canopies, or temporary membrane structures must have a flame
resistance meeting the requirements of NFPA701, Standard Methods of Fire
Tests for Flame-Resistant Textiles and Films. A certificate or other
evidence of approval by a recognized U.L/ laboratory, acceptable to the Fire
Marshal, must be available for inspection by the Fire Marshal or his
designee to verify the materials meet the required flame resistance.

(H) Fireworks shall not be sold from or stored in a building or vehicle.

SECTION 3. REPEALER.

All former ordinances or parts of Ordinances conflicting or inconsistent with the provisions of this
Ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 4: SEVERABILITY.

If any part of this Ordinance is held by a court to be unreasonable, arbitrary, ambiguous,
or otherwise unenforceable, that portion or part determined to be unenforceable shall be considered
to be divisible and severable, and the remainder of any Ordinance shall remain effective, binding,
and enforceable in all respects. Ordinances or portions thereof that are not specifically amended
herein are not intended to be changed, and shall not be changed, by this enactment.
