Rep. Kim Moser,
R-Taylor Mill, chair
of the House Health
Services Committee
and the House floor
presenter for the bill,
said the measure pro-
vides lawmakers with
an important tool to
better understand and
evaluate major health
policy changes.

“This legislation

strengthens trans-
parency and account-
ability by giving the
General Assembly a
clear process to review
changes to the state
health plan and ensure
they serve the best
interests of Kentuck-
ians,” she said. “I ap-
preciate Senator Giv-
ens for his thoughtful
leadership in advanc-

ing a measure that pro-
motes oversight while
respecting the proper
role of the legislature.”

SB 173 now awaits
action from the gover-
nor.
