Theard aboutaphysi-
cian who said, “Many of
my patients have noth-
ing wrong with them
except their thoughts.
So I have a favorite
prescription I write
for some. But it is not
a prescription that you
can fill at a drugstore.
The prescription I write
is a verse from the Bi-
ble, ‘Romans 12:2” Al-
though he didn’t write
the entire verse out for
his patients, I'd like to
do that now. “Do not be
conformed tothisworld,
but be transformed by
the renewing of your
mind, so that you may
prove what the will of
God is, that which is
good and acceptable
and perfect.” (Romans
12:2 NASB). With
that in mind, focus on
these two statements:

Don’t conform to the
pattern of this world. I
love how J.B. Phillips
renders this in his New
Testament in Modern
English translation:
“Don’t let the world
around you squeeze
you into its own mold.”
By world, Paul means
this present evil age,
one in which the devil
is “the prince of the
power of the air” (Ephe-
sians 2:2 NASB). It’s a
world spinning out of
control, doomed to de-
struction, dominated
by hedonism, materi-
alism, and narcissism.

It’s not that God
doesn’t want us to enjoy
ourselves. Jesus came
that we might have

abundant life, which
includes the swift here
and now, as well as the
sweet by and by. Yet, ex-
cluding the Lord from
our plans and chasing
temporal, carnal pur-
suits is a plan doomed
for failure. As the Bi-
ble says, “The world is
passing away and also
its lusts; but the one
who does the will of God
continues to live forev-
er” (1 John 2:17 NASB).

Be transformed by
the renewing of your
mind. The word in the
original language for
transformed is meta-
morphoo, from which
we get the English
word metamorphosis.
In other words, when a
person comes to Christ,
they don’t become an
improved version of
who they were, but
rather a brand new per-
son, one in whom the
Spirit of Christ dwells.
“Therefore if anyone
is in Christ, this per-
son is a new creation;
the old things have
passed away; behold,
new things have come”
(Corinthians 5:17
NASB). Likewise, the
creature that emerg-
es from the cocoon is
not an improved cat-
erpillar, but rather a
brand new butterfly.

April is Child Abuse Prevention

April is Child Abuse
Prevention Month.
Every year, blue pin-
wheels begin appear-
ing in front of schools,
churches, courthouses,
and community cen-
ters. They are cheer-
ful, bright, and almost
whimsical. But they
stand for something se-
rious: the right of every
child to grow up safe,
protected, and loved.

Children are among
the greatest gifts we
are given. They depend
on the adults around

them to protect them,
encourage them, and
help them feel secure.
Yet far too many chil-
dren experience abuse,
neglect, or harm be-
hind closed doors. Ac-
cording to the CDC,
at least one in seven
children in the United
States experienced
abuse or neglect in the
last year, although ex-
perts believe the true
number is even higher
because so many cases
gounreported. A report
of child abuse is made
about every 10 seconds
in America.

Child abuse is not
always visible. It is not
always bruises or bro-
ken bones. Sometimes
it looks like fear, anxi-
ety, withdrawal, poor

hygiene, hunger, or a
child who suddenly
becomes angry, quiet,
or overly watchful. Ne-
glect remains the most
common form of mal-
treatment, followed by
physical abuse and sex-
ual abuse. Many chil-
dren suffer in silence
because they are afraid,
confused, or believe no
one will listen.

One of the most
important lessons of
Child Abuse Preven-
tion Month is that pro-
tecting children is not
just the responsibil-
ity of parents or pro-
fessionals. It belongs
to all of us. Teachers,
grandparents, coaches,
ministers, neighbors,
and friends all have
a role to play. Some-

times that role is as
simple as checking on
a family that is strug-
gling, offering help to
an overwhelmed par-
ent, volunteering with
children, or listening
carefully when a child
seems afraid. Com-
munities are strongest
when they support
families before a crisis
happens.

This month, when
you see a blue pin-
wheel, let it remind
you that every child de-
serves laughter, safety,
stability, and hope. Let
it remind you that chil-
dren should not have
to carry adult burdens
or adult secrets. And
let it remind you that
one caring adult can
change the course of a

And to think, it all
begins in that short
space between our
ears. Transformation
requires mind renewal.
Every action begins
with a thought. Ac-
cording to the Bible,
as a person “thinks
within himself, so he is”
(Proverbs 23:7 NASB).

If you find yourself
struggling in this area,
meditate upon this
verse, “Let this mind
be in you, which was
also in Christ Jesus”
(Philippians 2:5 KJV).
But you can’t have
the mind of Christ un-
less you’ve become a
child of God through
salvation -understand-
ing that salvation is
only the beginning.

Next comes sanc-
tification, being set
apart and progressing
in the faith. After all,
growth should follow
birth, both in the natu-
ral and supernatural
realms. I remember
hearing the constant
command as a little
leaguer: “Keep your eye
on the ball.” The same
principle holds true in
kingdom life. We must
keep our focus on Jesus,
blocking out distrac-
tions and temptations.

Paul said it this way
to one of his churches,
“Setyourmindonthings
above, not on things

that are on earth
(Colossians 3:2 NASB).
Scripture also says,
“Thou wilt keep in
perfect peace, whose
mind is stayed on thee:

Scripture reminds
us in Matthew 18:6
