Ayden Hall sprinted his 
leg of the 4x100m relay. 
Hall also jumped 10’ in 
pole vault. 

Parker Hodges finished the 1600m 
run in a time of 6:11.21 for a fourth 
place finish and the 3200 with a time 
of 13:00.20 for a third place finish at 
Heartland Conference.
