  The Lacon Park District an-
nounced last week that they have 
reached an agreement with Ozin-
ga Bros., to purchase Weers Lake, 
an old gravel mine located on the 
north side of Lacon, just to the east 
of the Illinois River.
  According to Lacon Park Board 
President Matt Qualls, the 139 
acre site has been appraised at 
$700,000, but Ozinga has offered 
to sell it to the Lacon Park District  
for $70,000 with payments to be 
made over the next 15 years.
  “There are many plans that we 
have for this property,” Qualls stat-
ed in a post on Facebook. While 
this undertaking will take some 
years to fully complete, we are con-
fident that we will be able to add 
many exciting options for outdoor 
recreation .”
  Among the improvements, 
Qualls stated that they would 
eventually like to do include put-
ting in some boat docks, opening 
up the lake to fishing and maybe 
a swimming beach. Other plans 
down the road could include some 
tent camping, RV camping and 
maybe a playground.
  Qualls is hoping to get some 
community involvement with the 
project to make this all a reality.
  The Park District has not yet 
taken ownership, and according 
to Qualls, it is in the  hands of the 
attorneys, but they hope to take 
possession by mid-summer. How-
ever, Qualls cautioned that when 
they do take possession of the

property, some things will have to 
be done before it can be opened 
to the public, referring to a lot of 
junk, trash and ravines that are on 
site. Qualls is hoping that this too 
is something that the public can 
help them with.
  “None of this would be pos-
sible without the amazing help 
of Ozinga Bros. and we want to 
thank them for their amazing part 
in making this a reality for our 
town,” Qualls noted on Facebook.

  Qualls also noted that the prop-
erty is still under the ownership of 
Ozinga and asks that all residents 
respect the “NO TRESPASSING” 
signs that are in place.
  On another related issue, Qualls 
stated that the Lacon Swimming 
Pool is set to open on Sunday, May 
24th. He noted that all the life-
guards are hired, but they could 
use a few more. Wendy Guthman 
will serve as the pool manager this 
year.
