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plies and instruction, with the assistance of 
FFA students when available.  

These sessions will be tailored to each 
classroom's needs and are ideal for integrat-
ing agricultural topics into monthly lesson 
plans. 

Pierson is currently scheduling programs 
for pre-kindergarten through fifth grade for 
the remainder of the 2025–2026 school year.
